Trademark law goes public

arliament this week will witness
Panother public hearing, this time

on the crucial issue of trademark
rights. The hearing is scheduled for this
Tuesday. The European Parliament’s
rapporteur for trademark law, Hans Peter
Mayer (EPP-ED, Germany), is convinced
his views and report will receive applause
during the event. He is even more de-
termined to force the Commission to
change its mind on the subject.

The central issue in Mayer’s report
concerns the exhaustion of trademark
rights, or the right of the trademark
owner to control or not to control further
marketing of their product once it has
been sold with their agreement and under
their conditions. Within the present sys-
tem, European exhaustion applies: the
trademark rights expire within the EU
only if the trademark owner puts the
product into circulation within the EU.
If the products are put into circulation
outside the EU, the rights never expire,
so that the trademark law owner can de-
termine the use of their product with-
out restriction.

This operates a two-price system, says
Mayer. Trademark owners can stop im-
porters from importing products into the
Union and in the process charge two dif-
ferent prices, a lower price outside the EU
and a higher one within the Union. He
feels this is wrong. "The European citi-
zen, as it stands at the moment, has to
pay more for branded goods in the EU

than if they bought them on holiday in
the US. | have figures about price dif-
ferences of more than 50 percent for the
same goods. The simple aim of my report
is to address this imbalance."

The Commission wants to maintain
the current laws concerning trademarks.
Mayer wants a global approach. In the
case of world-wide exhaustion of trade-
mark rights, the trademark owner could
not forbid wholesalers or retailers from
buying their product on the world mar-
ket and then re-importing it into the EU
to sell it under other conditions than
those wanted by the trademark owner.
The community-based price would be-
come a global price. Mayer does not,
however, want to completely overhaul
trademark law. ""We need strong brands.
My report concerns only the question of
exhaustion and the abuse of trademark
law for market segmentation. Price dif-
ferences, to the disadvantage of EU con-
sumers, must be eliminated", he says.

He points out how increased consumer
trading on the internet has led many
people to question the legitimacy of cur-
rent EU trademark laws. This raises an
important question. If, for example, a
consumer purchases a product from a
third country over the internet, which is
subsequently shipped to their address in
the EU, are they breaking existing EU
trademark laws?

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Parallel trade would hit EU wine exports

Professor Mayer before Parliament’s legal committee call-
ing for a change in EU trademark law which would allow
parallel trade.

If we are to maximise the EU’s export potential then we must
sell our wines in countries some of which are poorer and some
of which are richer than we are. Our costs of production on the
other hand remain high relative to most of our competitors. So,
to compete we need to vary price. If the resulting price differ-
ences were to result in a significant flow of goods back into the
EU, undercutting domestic distribution, we would have no option
but to withdraw from low price markets. This would reduce our
total sales and increase unit costs for everyone.

Moreover, European wines are increasingly faced with strong
competition from low-cost third world producers. We cannot com-
pete with these producers on price: we depend on the quality and
the image of our wines identified by the brand name. Anything
which undermines confidence in the brand hits sales.

There is no lack of competition in wine in the EU. But parallel
traders undermine the marketing and promotion of a brand.
They do not share in the costs of promotion but parasitically
benefit from it. Long term they would prevent successful promo-
tion and that would have significant consequences for the wine
industry in terms of its ability to develop export markets in the
face of increasingly fierce international competition.

Professor Mayer believes parallel trade will result in lower prices
for EU consumers. This is not the case with regard to the wine
industry. A study into the effects of international exhaustion, un-
dertaken for the Commission, shows that the effect on prices in
the food and drink sector would be zero. Parallel trade would
simply offer the parallel trader and the retailer an opportunity to
increase their margins at the expense of the manufacturer and
official distributors.

Veterinary Medicines Availability -
A Consumer Safety and Animal Welfare Issue

vital, everyday medicines, such as anaesthetics, before a
costly and unnecessarily burdensome testing process is under-
taken. Her proposals will rectify the situation by allowing high stan-
dards of safe animal medical treatment, readily available medi-
cines, in a true single market and at a reasonable cost.

The Commission recognises the problems, and will submit pro-
posals for improvement to the legislation during the course of
2001. This will provide a welcome opportunity for long-term, ef-
fective and comprehensive solutions. But these will take years
to become effective and Avril Doyle is rightly insisting that action
has to be taken now. Her report calls for immediate solutions in
the interim period and will be voted on next month. The
European Parliament needs to support her. Consumers have
the right to expect that administration of medicines for their ani-
mals, whether used for recreation or as providers of food, is
done effectively, efficiently and safely.

Animal medicines are registered to same standards as human
medicines and even higher when the animals are used for
human consumption. In this case, limits are set on how much
residue of the medicine may safely stay in the animal, known as

an MRL (Maximum Residue Limit). These limits are established
by a thorough testing and certification process. The problem
currently is that hundreds of medicines that have been used
safely and legally for decades have to be individually tested for
each individual species to stay on the market. This is an irra-
tional situation - medicines must be expensively re-licensed,
with consumers eventually picking up the bill, while animals suf-
ferin the delay. Cattle, for example, have no legal anaesthetics
for use in de-horning, and they are a relatively large market.
The wait will be even longer for less common species like goats.
And the current Regulation completely ignores the plight of com-
panion and sporting horses, because the law recognises horses
only as a "food-producing species."

Consumers and vets currently face an inefficient and impractical
animal medicine structure that discourages effective implemen-
tation and innovation and could encourage uncontrolled use of
medicines. Itis vital that the European Parliament supports Avril
Doyle and her report.

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The big assumptions of parallel trade

The debate within the EP legal committee on trade mark law and parallel
trade centres around two key assumptions. The assumptions do not stand
up to scrutiny.

The advocates of change assume that changing trademark law will re-
duce consumer prices. How does this work? Where price gaps exist be-
tween the EU and other areas of the world, the report authored by
Professor Mayer MEP assumes parallel traders will increase imports.
Given the existence of established EU market prices what is the reason
the parallel importers will then voluntarily choose to give their profits to
consumers and undercut the market price? It happens at the moment be-
cause these traders are outside of the system. But once parallel goods
are no longer to be found in street markets and can sell to mainstream
distribution, why should we believe parallel traders and retailers will be-
have differently to existing traders and retailers today?

No one else believes this. The Commission’s NERA study’, the LECG
study? the Imperial College London study?, agree there will be no signifi-
cant price benefit.

The second assumption: the proposal also assumes that manufacturers in
the EU make bigger profits than manufacturers in, for example, the US.
They do not. This confuses profits with costs.

We have all seen studies that show many US prices are lower than those
in the EU while prices in Japan are higher'. But these differences are
caused by cost differences. The US is a low cost market with a single cur-
rency. In Europe we are not quite there yet! Fuel costs are 2.5 times
higher in the EU than in the US and labour costs more too. The French

minimum wage is 30% higher than the US®. Taxes and social contributions
are considerably higher in the EU. Typically manufacturers are not making
greater profits in the EU than in the US. Price differences are not caused
by differences in manufacturers’ profit margins.

In summary, the underlying assumptions that say changing trade mark law
will reduce prices are false assumptions. Where however there are areas
of specific competitive failure in member states’ markets than the solution
lies in EU competition law. And that's a fact not an assumption.

board", says Avril Doyle, the Irish MEP who took up
the cause of lack of availability from the moment she was
elected to the Parliament.

There is a crisis on the ground at the moment in terms

As to how she became aware of the problem, she herself has
been a horse breeder for some years, and, as she says, "the
problem is huge for equine medicine: there are virtually no
drugs left that can be applied legally*. The fact that many
equine medicines previously seen as basic by vets cannot be
used poses important welfare questions. Doyle says she thought
resolution had been reached on the equine issue back in 1999,
but to divide horses from other minor species worried some
Member States who were worried that an equine resolution
would overshadow other minor species.

It seems that veterinary medicines safely and legally used
for years suddenly became illegal as of 01 January 2000
when Council regulation 81/851 came into force. Except, of
course, it was not so sudden. "There have been attempts for
six or seven years to resolve this problem*, she says with a sigh.
"The original legislation is ten years old!"

The essential difficulty is that veterinary medicines must now

be tested to regain their market authorisation. Avril Doyle
points out that pharmaceutical companies are not in a posi-
tion to challenge legislation: up to 25% of their research bud-
gets were being spent on defence of existing medicines: once
for each species, and again for each Member State, leaving
them concentrating on more profitable markets. In Ireland for
example, local anaesthetics for cattle are illegal that are legal
in the UK.

To the allegation that the Commission has been dragging
its feet, she reasons that the reason for their proposed five-year
review is that reform of several different regulations and di-
rectives is necessary. In the meantime, however, a short-term
resolution is required "*for welfare, therapeutic and economic
reasons'. She wants to see extrapolation across species and real
pan-EU marketing, with cross-country validation of mar-
keting authority.

"l won't pretend there’s been a huge amount of interest",
she says of committee discussions, noting the symptom that
seems to have caused the issue to remain unresolved until
NOW.

e This report is the result of a
Commission proposal based on the
common position adopted by the
Council for a water framework di-
rective.

e The key sticking point between
Breyer's recommendations and the
Commission proposal is in relation to
‘priority hazardous substances’ and
where certain substances appear on
the Commission’s list(s). Some 32
chemicals are identified by the
Commission as dangerous, and are to
be phased out by 2020.

< Breyer is very concerned about these
lists. Some chemical substances like
dioxins are not included on any list
and "they are one of the most poi-
sonous chemicals around", she states.

e Breyer wants a further eight sub-
stances included on the Commission’s
‘priority hazard substances’ list. The
Commission wants them to appear
on a third list, called the ‘revision

list’. Breyer does not agree with this
approach and insists they be included
on the original.

« Breyer feels the main opposition to
her report may come from the
Industry Committee and members
of the EPP-ED group. She is confi-
dent that the PES, ELDR and her
own Greens/EFA will support her
calls.

Cercas Alonso

e Hewants to give a strong signal to the
Commission and Council that
Parliament’s voice must be heard.
Cercas highlights a mixed response
to reform in the Parliament, although
he is convinced the majority want a
reform that takes social aspects into
account.

« With regard to the three pillars on

which pensions systems are usually
built, he believes the future is one of
co-operation among them, and not
the competition that currently ex-
ists.

e The financial aspect is very impor-
tant, he admits, but is not the only
one. The EU citizen of the future
faces new needs and social chal-
lenges. Therefore, he thinks it crucial
to remember the future of pensions
is also that of the disadvantaged and
wants to avoid deterioration in social
cohesion or the quality of life of older
people.

e He underlines that pension sustain-
ability depends on to what extent
the participation rate of women and
older workers is increased in the EU,
and stresses the need for economic
growth and full employment.

e He is keen to respect the different
legal and social traditions of the
Member States. The EU must pro-
vide rules of reference and co-oper-
ation for the Member States, he is
clear, but says the responsibility for
building pensions’ models lies with
them.

e There are 90 amendments to his re-
port, and he is keen to seek the widest
possible committee and parliamen-
tary consensus: "'l am not looking

He says: "No one will import
branded goods to the EU if there is not
a minimal margin of benefit. But the
price differences as they stand would be
an incentive to increase competition
and achieve the best prices for con-
sumers". To do this, he says, "we need
to promote international exhaustion
for branded goods and eliminate the
Commission’s proposal to maintain the
existing EU-wide exhaustion."

For Mayer, "consumer rights must
be strengthened, rather than the posi-
tion of the trademark owners." Not
surprisingly, he has received a lot of

hard lobbying from some prominent
companies in the EU. And he person-
ally feels that the "'real lobbying will in-
tensify in the run-up to the Legal
Affairs Committee vote on April 24."

Mayer does not only have the back-
ing of political heavyweights in all the
groups in the Parliament. Significantly,
he has a written guarantee from the
Swedish Presidency — including signed
commitments by eight Member States
- backing all his amendments to the
Commission’s proposals. Here, it seems,
is an issue upon which the lead of the
Parliament has been recognised and
valued. At least, he says, "it is good to
know that the Presidency in office
recognises the urgent need for action."

In conclusion, he feels, the public hear-
ing this week will offer a real oppor-
tunity for all concerned to have a real
debate on the subject. He hopes mem-
bers will see the logic of his argument
and back his report during committee
and plenary.

e This report only came about follow-
ing the release of figures from the
Commission in 1998 which stated
that rabies cases across the whole of
the EU have dropped from 499 in
1991 to just 5 reported cases in 1998.

e The UK took the lead - after these
figures were released — when they
scrapped the quarantine laws in
1999.

e The Evans report is solely about an-
imal travel — pets being allowed to
travel with their owners without re-
strictions.

e She is also trying to propose a con-
crete definition for what a pet is, as
this report does not cover animals
that travel for commercial purposes.

e Evans feels the issue of pet travel has
gained a lot of support in the wake
of the UK’s successful anti-rabies
campaign.

e She admits some scientists have ex-
pressed concern about pets coming in
from third countries (applicant coun-
tries), as they could be a risk. ""This
will need to be addressed with the
enlargement process", she says.

e Her main proposal is that microchips
be used on all pets as a means of
identification rather than the tattoos
that some countries currently use. A
ten-year transition period on this
issue is proposed. "'l feel the usage of
microchips on pets is far more hu-
mane than putting tattoos on do-
mestic pets", she states.

e Evans insists that if pets have a full
vaccine and immunity test then there
should be no reason for them not to

e Evans wants to see fewer restric-
tions imposed on people who want
to study in another country.

e His report makes clear that every
nation is still entitled to care for its
own people. But he feels, national
governments should provide fi-
nancial assistance for its own cit-
izens if they want to study out-
side their own country.

e "The experience one gains from
studying abroad or learning an-
other language would be a huge
asset for any community, once this
person returns to their native
country", he states.

e He feels, if a teacher in Britain
wants to teach abroad for a cou-
ple of years then they should be
encouraged to do so by their gov-
ernment. And more importantly,
he says, they should be supported
financially.

e "We need to make it as easy as
possible for people to travel and
train abroad to gain those extra
skills. This report is trying to
break down all these barriers.
People do appreciate that extra
experience a person has when they
return home from abroad"”, he
says.

e His report appears to have the
backing of most members, as they
all want to encourage cross-border
training between nationalities. But
Evans thinks the council may not
support his report, as governments
are very weary about extra fund-
ing in education schemes.

e The priority is to help give legality to
the existing EU institutions, Gebhardt
says, via a judicial unit to run along
co-ordinating and cooperating lines
similar to Europol.

e On this last point the Council has
changed its mind, she says with re-
gret, moving from an initial proposal
calling for ‘co-ordination’ to a call
for ‘cooperation’. She is convinced
that Parliament believes in judicial
cooperation. The Commission is sup-
portive but Council wants Eurojust
to be small.

« She acknowledges the divergence of
Member States’ penal systems.

Where differences in practice exist
she is keen to be inclusive rather than
prescriptive.

e She is aware of opposition to some of
her points.

e UMTS itself - the 3rd generation
wireless technology - needs to be de-
veloped, on the assumption that ca-
pacity problems will not be a con-
straint with this new technology.

e Oneimportant question that needs to
be researched and resolved, accord-
ing to Harbour, is how this new tech-
nology will be paid for. Another is
that of double taxation: if a transac-
tion is paid for in one country but the
account debited is in another, how
can payment of VAT, for example, be
simplified?
